Salad Onions
Our breeding work on salad onions began with the 
incorporation of winter hardiness into traditional Allium 
cepa - White Lisbon types.  More recently we have 
produced Ramrod; a very winter hardy variety with erect 
stiffer leaves, followed by Eiffel; an erect, stiff leaved, 
slower to bulb variety for summer and winter use.  Our 
red variety Apache is used extensively by processors who 
require a red salad onion with increased layers of red skin 
and is widely recognised as the best coloured, red salad 
onion available. Our interspecific variety Guardsman is 
one of the very few commercially significant A. cepa x A. 
fistulosum types obtainable from any seed company, this 
variety has proven to be consistent and reliable in the 
considerable Mexican/US production zones and we have 
invested considerable effort into improving seed quality 
over the past decade.

Our aim is to further develop  
improved A.cepa x A.fistulosum 
types and increase the assortment  
of A. fistulosum varieties in the 
near future.
